The Morningside Neighborhood Association (MNA) was founded in 2003 to promote a better community through group action and involvement in local decision-making, and to represent the interests of all residents and property owners in Morningside. The MNA incorporated as a non-profit in 2005. In 2013, the MNA became the City of Edina’s first officially recognized neighborhood association. 
2015/16 MNA STEERING COMMITTEE 
MNA activities are guided by the MNA Steering Committee, elected each year at the Annual Meeting, with mid-year vacancies filled by appointment. At the 2015 Annual Meeting, MNA members re-elected Mindy Ahler (Crocker), Tim Ayotte (Grimes), Helen Burke (Grimes), Joni Bennett (Lynn), Patricia Corcoran (Monterey), Jon Gross (Grimes), Kay Johnson (Oakdale), Robert Kearney (Grimes), Paul/Sharon Ledin* (Oakdale), Katie Li (Grimes), Scott Smith (Morningside Road), and Paul Thompson (Crocker). (*Couple who requested to share a seat and Steering Committee duties.) 
2015 ANNUAL MEETING RECAP 
The Morningside Neighborhood Association held its 2015 Annual Meeting on Sunday, October 11, in the Weber Park warming house. The business portion of the meeting was preceded by a School Board Candidates Meet-and-Greet and Forum. After the Forum, Ann Kattreh, Parks & Recreation Director, discussed the city’s park system and long-range plans, including the purchase of Weber Woods and the scheduled improvements to Weber Park. 
The business portion of the Annual Meeting began with introduction of MNA Steering Committee members, announcements of upcoming public meetings and review of the 2014-2015 Annual Report. The meeting concluded with election of the 2015-2016 MNA Steering Committee. 

MNA STEERING COMMITTEE ACTIONS  
· During the 2015-2016 year, the MNA Steering Committee used its list of member email addresses to promote local activities that might be of interest to residents and to take action on issues such as street and playground reconstruction and redevelopment. Steering Committee members also communicated through the Morningside Woman's Club newsletter. The MNA communicated on Morningside After Dark events; the Morningside Neighborhood Blood Drive; snow removal; a public meeting on the reconstruction of Grimes, Sunnyside and Curve Avenues; the Aviation Forum at City Hall; collection of supplies for refugees; a neighborhood meeting on the redevelopment of 4528-4530 France Avenue and the redesign of the Weber Park playground; the Edina Family Frisbee Festival; and Janet Parsons Mackey’s book presentation. At City request, MNA Steering Committee members commented about Weber Woods purchase for city publication.
· The Steering Committee is currently tracking discussions at the municipal and county level on the possibility of installing a pedestrian crossing (crosswalk, stoplight, or pedestrian-activated stoplight) on France Avenue between 39th and 42nd Streets. 

· Over several months, the committee planned for the 2016 MNA Annual Meeting with a City Council and Mayoral Candidates Forum and presentation by Edina Parks Director Ann Kattreh.
SPECIAL EVENTS 

· On January 31, the MNA hosted the annual Morningside Winter Party at Weber Park. 
· On April 24, the MNA sponsored the first Morningside Eco-Fair, at the Weber Park Shelter. Exhibits covered the "hows and whys" of healthy lawns, biking, composting, electric vehicles, home energy savings, backyard bees and chickens and community solar gardens. Representatives of Edina's soon-to-be-built community solar garden were on hand to answer questions and Edina Parks and Recreation staff solicited input on the location and re-design of the Weber Park playground. 
· On August 2, the MNA sponsored Morningside Neighborhood Night Out at Weber Park. Over 150 residents turned out to celebrate with a potluck dinner, visits from the police department and Mayor Hovland, and activities conducted by Cool Planet.  

STAYING INFORMED 

The MNA communicates with the neighborhood in four primary ways: an email distribution list, posts on Nextdoor.com, the MNA website (www.edinamorningside.org), and through flyers delivered to every household. TREASURER’S REPORT

The MNA’s starting balance on October 1, 2015 was $411.80. Submitted and reimbursed expenditures totaled $142.88 ($96.00 for web site hosting and $46.88 for napkins, cups and paper plates), bringing the ending balance on September 30, 2016 to $268.92. 
MNA membership is open to all in the neighborhood. The MNA never charges for participation in MNA events. Voluntary financial contributions are very much appreciated.
